The Saskatoon Trades & Skills Centre (STSC) is pleased to offer a seven (7) week Personal Care Attendant course. This
course will give you the basic skills needed to gain entry level employment in the health care field. You will work closely
with job coaches and certified instructors to help build your knowledge base and leave with the required certificates for
the field. Participants spend four weeks in class and three weeks of on-the-job training with local employment partners
where you will gain knowledge to assist in person-centred care as part of a healthcare team. As a Personal Care Attendant,
you will work to support the health and wellbeing of clients in residential care settings with personal care activities as well
as daily home management tasks. (NOC 44101)

* Canadian citizens, Permanent residents or individuals with a valid work permit can apply (check with
IRCC regarding eligibility) — must be residing in Canada for at least 6 months.

* A Clear Criminal Record and Vulnerable Sector Check will be required for selected applicants. (Paid
for by STSC)

*  Must be willing to work evenings and weekends.

* A direct deposit form from your bank for the first day of class (if you are selected for the program).
This means if you do not have a bank account, you must have a valid ID to open an account.
